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Tar past year has been a memorable one in the history of the
Congregation. On the morning of the 9th May our beautiful
Chureh and School were burned to the ground, and we were
Left without & place of our own in which to meet and worship.
It was a great calamity, but we did not lose heart and hope over
it, because we did not lose our trust in God. We bowed to the
frial, and at the same time braced ourselves to repair the dis-

. aster, On the very day of the fire, and while our buildings

were still smoking n ruins, the office-bearers met for consulta-
tion, and fook steps to gecure temporary aceommodation for the
Congregation and Sunday School. Kind offers of assistance
were made to us from the office-bearers of St. Peter’s Church
and of Wesley Chureh, for which we felt deeply grateful. But
being unwilling to put our friends to any inconvenience, it was
thought betber at once to secure the Athenmum Hall for service
on the Liord’s Day ; and the Young Men's Christian Association
Rooms were kindly placed at our disposal for service on the
week evenings. Through the kindness of the Te Aro School
Committee the Bunday School was accommodated in the new
Te Aro Bchool, Upper Willis-streeb, At as eaxly a date as pos-
gible a meeting of the Congregation was held, at which the
action of the office-bearers was approved, and resolutions were
passed sanclioning the necessary steps being taken for the re-
erection of the Church and School. The buildings were ingured
for £8,500, and this amount was secured and placed at interest
until required. Subsecription lists were opened, and those con-

nected with the Church came forward and put down their names.
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most willingly and heartily. It was indeed most refreshing and
cheering to see the earnest, united, and liberal spirit which
animated the Congregation; and friends outside the Congrega-
tion also came forward -and gave ready and generous help. In
a short time the subseriptions amounted to over £35,200. A
Building Committee was appointed, and instructions were given
to Mr. Thomas Turnbull, architect, to prepare plans for the new
Church and School. It was resolved to proceed first with the
ereckion of the School, 3o thet we could hold our serviees in it
during the building of the Church. When the plans were sub-
mitbed, it was fonnd that the accommodation was hampered,
and the cost increased by the narrowness of the site. Negobia-

tions were opened with the late Mr. Spinks for the purchase of

his property adjoining, and these resulted in a definite offer to
1et us have the house and ground for £1,500. This offer was
1aid before a meebing of the Congregation and accepted; and
there can be no doubt that the purchase of this property was a
wise step. It has given ample space for our buildings, and
enabled us to separate them, a most needful thing in the event
of five ; and it has added greatly to the value of our Chureh
property. The rent of the house, which is lef, goes a good way
toward paying the interest on the money invested in the pur-
chage. '

The new School, with its large hall and elass-rooms, has been
erecled at & cost of about £1,800. The building speaks for
itself s it is tasteful in design, and well adapted for its purpose.
1t was opened temporarily for worship on Babbath, November
16. The Rev. Mr. Treadwell of Wanganui conducted the open-
ing services. The event Was celebrated by a soiree on the
Monday evening following, at which there was a large and
enthusiastic agsembly. The ladies kindly provided fhe tabics,
and disposed of the tickets, and did everything possible to make
it a thorough success. They also, on this oceasion, gave proof
of their kind thoughtfulness in presenting the Minister with a
very handsome pulpit-gown and cassock o replace those which
had been desiroyed by the fire. The net proceeds of the soiree
amounted to over £54; and this, with the special colleetion of
£90 at the opening services, formed an acceptable addition te
the Building Fund, ' _

The plans of the new Church, on being submitted to the
Managers, were approved, and tenders were called for. The
lowest tender, that of Mr. James Wilson, for £5,469, was ac-
cepted. Mr. Wilson wag also the contractor for the new School,
and gave entire satisfaction in carrying out the contract; and
there is every assurance that equal satisfaction will be given in
building the new Churck. The building is now in progress,
and it is expected that it will be ready for opening in September
next. The design is & very handsome one, and the accommoda-
tion provided is somewhat larger than in the one destroyed,
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When completed, and on the fine commanding position where It
stands, it will be one of the most prominent and atiractive
buildings in the city.

Tt is satisfactory to find that amid the trials of the past year,
and the changes and temporary discomforts while meeting at the
Athensum, the Congregation has kept well together ; and, in-
stead of any decrease in its nmumbers and resouvces, there is
rather an inerease, Two Communions were held during the
time we met at the Athensmam Hall; and on both oceasions
more members sat down together ab the Lord’s table than ab
any former communion. We had on the Communion Roll 1ast
year 388 members: there are now 852, showing an increase of
19.  During the year 56 new members joined, 83 by certificate,
and 23 by examination ; while 87 names were removed from the
Roll, Jeaving the increase as above stated.

We have also to report a valuable addition ta the Hldership in
Messrs, Allan, Aitken, Rumgay, Sloan and Wilsen. FElected by
the Congregation, they were inducted into the office on Sabbath,
15th June. The parish is divided into districts, eorresponding
to the number of acting Hldevs who vigit these distriets before
each quarterly Ccmmunion, to distribute the Communion eards,
and to. meintain that close and friendly intercourse whieh ought
ever t0 exisl between the members and office-bearers of the
Chureh. .

The attendance at Divine service on the Liord’s Day has been
well maintained ; but not so the attendance at the weekly prayer
meeting. In this there ought to be some improvement. It is
hoped that as we are now worshipping in our comfortable
Seholroom, the attendanee will be increased. There can be no
doubt that the attendance at the weokly prayer meeting, as well
as at the Sa,bb@th services, and the heartiness with which these
services are enjoyed iz a sure index to the spiritual life of the
congregation,

_ To the Choir, and especially to Mr. England-—our very offi-
clent conduetor and organist—the Congregation iy much indebted
for the help rendered. in improving the Service of Praise. No
paing i spared on their part to render the Psalmody of the
Church beauntiful and effective. A juvenile class has been formed
for the study and practice of music, and specially with a view of
being a feeder to the Choir. It meets on Wednesday evenings
in the Hechoolroom, at 6.80, and is taught by Mr. England,
This, and similar efforts shounld be encouraged by all who desire
to improve the Psalmody of the Church. With the approval of
the Session, the New Hymn Book, entitled “ Church Praise,”
h&s_ been introduced. And it is beHeved that after the Congre-
gation hag become more familiar with the new hymus and tunes,
it will be found to contribute not a little to the beauty and
variety of our Bervice of Song.
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From reports which will be submitted of our Sanday Schaool
work it will be seen that our Schools are as largely attended and
in as flourishing a condition as in any former year. We cannot
over-astimate the importance of this deparbment of our Church
work, nor ean we appreciate too highly the earnestness and
devotion of the teachers engayed in it.

The Ministers’ Bible Class for advaunced girls met on Wednes-
day afternoon at the Manse at four o'clock. During the summer
months it has been discontinued, but will be resumed in April,

The Treasurer, Mr., Smith, will submit’ the Balance Sheet of
our Church accounts. The revenue shows. a slight decrease in
pew rents : this is accounted for by the peculiar circumstances
in which we wers placed, as no new sittings eould be let to £II
up those vacated. There is also a small debit balance: this oo

s accounted for by the fact that the special serviees at the

openizg of the new school ook the place of the usual anniver.
sary services; and the speclal coliection and the proceeds of the
goiree were tranaferred to the Building Fund instead of being
placed as formerly to the Revenue Account to meet the interest
on the debt. We had also an extra charge on the revenue from
the rent paid for fhe use of the Athenmum Hall. To this extent
the revenue suffered, hence the debit balance. :

It is gratifying to find that notwithatanding the special burdens
which the Congregation had this year to bear, and the many
calls on their liberality, there hasg been no falling off in the
collections to the general schemes of the Church, and especialiy
to the Church Extension Fund. It is hoped the Congregafion
will continue its support to that most important scheme of our
Church, as well as to the other schemes sanctioned by the
General Assembly.

The Building Fund shows fhat a large proportion of the
subseriptions have already been paid, but » considerable amount
has still to be gathered in. And as the building is in progress,
and payments are becoming due, it is well that there should be
funds in hand to meet them.

We olose this Report with a deep feeling of thankfulness to
(Fod for all His goodness to us as a Congregation, for the gracious
help He has vouchsafed to us i our trials and difficulties, and
for the measure of success with whick He hag erowned our
efforfs. As we seek to rear the fabrie of the material Church
ket us not forget the spiritual; while we prosper in outward
things let us seek above all to prosper in the inner hife. Led
it be our desire and prayer that ¢ as lively stonecs we may be
built up & gpiriteal heuse, an holy. priesthood, to offer spiritual
sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ.”

ST. JOHN'S PRESBYTERIAN SABBATH SCHOOLS.

Agarn it is our duty to present our Anmmal Report, this being
the seventeenth of Willis-street School, the thirteenth of Mount
Cook, and the fifth of Adelaide Road (St James's).

The year 1884 has been like ifs predecessors, laden with
blessings, although some of them may have been in disguise
perheps, and it becomes us with gratefnl hearts to acknowledge
the goodness and loving kindness of our God, who has guided
and directed us, and by whose aid and blessing alone, whatever
sucecess we may have had, hag been obtained.

The work in the three schools has been prosecuted vigorously
throughout the year, and we believe on the whole, dilligently
and earnestly, and although we have still to regret that we
cannot definitely state that many of our scholars have made the
great decision which we aim af, yet we hopefully trust that in
many ocases there may be the inward change although not
publicly professed, and for even the smallest tcokens of this, we
would a3 teachers, ** thank God and take courage.”

Attendance,—~The numbers on the roll are slightly under last
year's vecord, but the average attendance shews 2 marked
mprovement, and 1t is hoped that during the ensuing year there
will be a large accession . in numbers now that a new schoolroom
has been erected, ' .

The largest attendanes on any one Sabbath was :—Willis-
street 2560, Mount Cook 278, and Adelaide Road 108, fotal 626.

Totals.—Our returng therefore shew grand totals of - 754
scholars, being a decrease of 8 from last year, faught and
officered by u staff of 75 ladies and gentlemen, or two over last
report.

In such large numbers we cannot expect to pass any year
without changes, many have come and many have gone
ammongst our scholars, some to their long home, and with the
Teachers, although God in his providence has taken none away
by death, yet many, we think too many, walk no longer with us.
Of néw Teachers who have joined us, we are glad to welcome
some whe have grown up amongst ns as scholars. This seems
to us the most legitimate and also the grandest result of teaching,
and we trust that many more of our seholars will keep this end
in view.

Weo are badly in want of genileman Teachers, will not some

‘who - read this come and offer their serviees? They will be
‘gladly accepted. :

Children’s Service.—The Children’s Service, held in Mount
Cook Schoolroom from 11 o 12 o’clock on Sabbath morning, is
still maintained. The aitendance has averaged about TO, the
highest number on one day being 90. Many of the meetings
have been very interesting and enjoyable, and Mr. Hraser
would be pleased to 'welcoms many more, of those children
especially, who are not in the habit of going to any place of
worship.

Fire and New Schoolroom.—In last Beport mention was made
of increased aceomnmodation required for Willis-street School,
and we have got it in a way neither thought of ner approved.
On FPriday morning, May 9th, our old Behoolreom, with ifs
contents, together with the Church, which caught from if, were
totally destroyed by fire. The best arrangements possible were
mede for the ecarrying on of the work, a full statement of which
will be found in the Chureh Report, and without delay an offer
from the Committee of the Upper Willis-street Public Bchool of
the use of their buildings was gratefully accepted, and although

8

‘not quite so convenient for some reasons, yet on the whole it

was found that they suited very well during the time necessary
for the planning and building of 2 new Schoolroom,

The mew boilding, which was opened on Sabbath, 16th
November, is in every way superior to the old. As it was
necessary that the congregation should meet in it whilst the
Church was being rebuilt, it required & large hall to begin with,
and we can truthfolly say that not a better, if as good, exists in
the city, and when the congregation vacates it, in about nine
months, and the arrangements for school use are completed, we
hope to have & schoolroom suited te all cur requirements, and of
which we may well be proud. '

Armunl Treat.—The Children’'s Amnnual Treat was held on
January 26th in a paddock off Austin-street kindly lent by Mr.
Chirnside, instead of on the 28nd, the weather on Anniversary
Day being wet and unfavourable. It had been arranged to take
the children to Petone by rail, but that being out of the question
with the weather prevailing, it was decided o postpone it to the
Saturday afterncon, and although the disappointment on the

holiday was great, yet everyone resolved to make the best of i

on the Saturday, and the vesult was a very enjoyable and
successful Treat. S

Certificates.—Certificates of Merit, as mentioned in previous
Report, were given at the beginning of the year to every scholar,
showing ther attendance, punctuality, good conduct, and
diligence, by a system of marks. It is still nndecided whether
anything will be done in this respect for 1884, as the impression
prevails thas very litéle good is accornplished by this means, at
least compared with fhe trouble and expenses involved.

A system of quarterly certificates to scholars and report from
Teachers wag begun during the year, but it requires greater
attention and increased interest before being of any service in
effecting a good result.

Libraries.—The Libraries in the different Schools are in a
backward condition for want of books. Of course all the books
in Willis-strest were burned, exeept those out with seholars, buf
a good few of these so destroyed were old and Teachers' books,
go that the fire cannot be blamed altogether for this state of
things. The number of volumes does not excead 500, divided
between the three schools. Of these 200 have been added
within the last fow months, and we have a sum of £7 10s. 2d.
towaxrds a further supply, but as £6 12s. 10d. of this amount
was & special collection on the opening Sabbath to replace hooks
burned it will only benefis Willis-strest.

The Librarians report that there is an increasing demand,
which even now they cannot satisfaciorily supply. Perhaps

9d., both of which are held by Seere-
tary, and will be early disbursed for these speeisl purposes.

Unfortunately a Sabbath's subseriptions was lost in the fire,
and that for a Mission Sundsy, but we are glad to find the sum
subseribed for the Missionary cause, two-thirds of which goes fo
the * Dayspring,” and one-third to New Hebrides Mission, is an
inerease of £4 nearly on last year's total. We wish still further
to encotrage the children o’ give to unselfish objects, and as
this is the only fund we have outside our schools we are pleased
that it shonld shew a healthy sign.
