REPORT

YEAR ENDING JUNE 3oth, 1911.

L HE year now ended has been one of hopeful, suc-
cesgful work in the face of difficulties that do
not tend to diminigh. The hindrance referred
to at length in last report as occasioned by the
movement suburbwards of many of our people is
gtill in ewidence; it is even more evident. As far
as numbers are concerned we have made good the
logses we have in this way sustained. But our gaing have
© mostly come to us in the shape of units; our losses have
been families. The list of baptisms tells its own story. Tt
- jg much the smallest on record—-8 infants and 1 adult, and
of the infants only 5 were born within the membership of
the congregation. On the other hand a large number of
young men and women have entered the ranks of our mem-
bership in full communion, and the presence of young
people at public worship, and especially of young men, is, .
we think, more noticeable than ever. Tha following pages
set forth a fale of work which is impresgive in its volume -
and indicates a stremaous vitality. We give thanks to the
Father of our Lord Jesus Chrigt for His abundant mercy.
To Him be the praise for anything we have done or tried to
do. And to Hig service we would, at the beginning of
another year, dedicate ourselves Wlth the earnest desire and
hope that by His grace we may be able to give a still better
account of our stewardship in the coming time.

TaeE MINISTER.

At the close of another year we degire to express our
gratitude to God that, notwithstanding unceasing and strenu-
ous labours, our beloved minister has been preserved in

oy
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health and vigour. The influence of Dr, Gibb’s heart-
searching sermons goes deep, and cannot fail to bear fruit in
the lives of those who are privileged to listen to them. The
work of the extensive pastorate has been faithfully
performed, and the visits of our minister to the aick, the
dying, and the bereaved, have brought consolation and
gladness to many hearte. With the numerous organisations
of the congregation Dr. Gibb maintainsg the clogest contact,
and his sympathy, counsel and assistance are freely given to
all. The minister's manifold labours outside the congrega-
tion ought also to be borne in mind and acknowledged here ;
and especially his untiring efforts by speech and pen to
promote the cause of the Home Missions of the Presbyterian
Church, and the gervices he has rendered to the Orphanage
now gecursly established in this city, and which owes much
to hig wisdom and foresight. He is always ready to help on
any public cause which makes for righteousness, and to
strike, when occagion demands it, any public evil. - It
.would be difficult to enumerate the manifold calls on his
time and talents. His work receives our warmest apprecia-
tion and thanks, and we pray that he may be granted long
years of continned gervice in the vineyard of the Lord.

During the minister’s annual holiday the pulpit was
" pecupied for one Sunday by Mr, J. W. Black, whoss sermong
were much appreciated. For the remaining Sundays the
congregation were indebted to the Rev. Profegsor Dickie, of
Knox College, Dunedin, who kindly agreed to take Dr.
Gibb's place for a month, and whose services were well
attended and highly esteemed.

KiRK SESSION.

The Session has had to face a number of regrettable
losses—losses of members who could il be spared.  Mr. W.

T. Glasgow, who for many years rendered praiseworthy -

gervice in many directions, has gone to live in- Dun-
edin. Mr. H. B. Chapman, whose advice wag always
as welcome asg valuable, found it neecessary, through
residence at Karori, to connect himself with the church at
Kelburne. To that congregation we have also lost Mr., J.
Sloan, one of our oldest and mogt faithful elders. Mr. G. L,
Stewart has removed to Wadestown,and will be greatly missed
in many ways. Death has taken from us Mr, T, Mackenzie,
whoge connection with the congregation exceeded in length
of years that of any other office-bearer. For a long time he
had been unable to render any active service to the church,
though formerly and for many years one of its busiest
members, Mr. F, H, Fraser, ancther of the “fathers™ of the
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congregation, has been long laid aside by illness, and Mr. J.
Ferguson still remaing geriously ill. To the ailing brethren
we convey our sincere sympathy. Minutes expressing the
Session’s appreciation of the services rendered by the
departed, and by those who have left our district, were
adopted and inseribed in the records,

It became necesgary owing to these losses to add some
new members to the Session, and in June last the following,
who had been duly elected by the congregation, were
solmenly ordained and inducted into the office of the elder-
ghip, namely, Messrs. A. Johneton, F. ¥. Laurenson, I. L.
Paul, J. B. Macfarlane, J, Selater and R. B. Spodgrass.
There are now 30 members in this court.

The Session has exercised due supervigion over all the

. work of the congregation, and transacted with care and

diligence the matters which lie especially within its
purview. The quarterly visitation of the people in their
regpective districts has been systematically carried out.

The Communion Foll—The roll now containg the
names of 738 members, making a net inerease of 31 in the
numhers reported last year.

by the widow and family of the late Mr. James Smith, of
three handsome purlpit chairs made of oak and upholstered
with excellent taste. The presentation was made hy Mr.

A, P, Smith on behalf of the family, in memory of their

father, and was accepted by the minister on behalf of the
congregation as a fitting memorial of a trune and faithful
gervant of Christ, and a devoted member and office-bearer of
8t. John's. It was also intimated that in further com-

MISSIONS—FOREIGN AND HOME.

"The Women's Missionary Association.—The monthly
meetings of this Association have not been among the sue-

" ceases of the year. Asa matter of fact they have been very

poorly attended and late in the year it was found necessary
to blend them with the Dorcas Society. There has not yet
been sufficient lapge of time to show how this will -work
out, but inasmuch ag the Dorcas meetings are well attended
it is thought that the new departure will result in interest-
ing a-larger number of the women in the missions of our
‘church. Letters from our migsionaries in the various flelds
have heen regularly received, and a beginning has been
made with the study of Dr. Mott’s boock “The Decisive
Hour of:Christain Missions.” .

The Association, assisted by a number of collectors, con-
tinues to collect the direct contributions of the congregation
to missions, amounting, together with the proceeds of a
lecture by Mr. Mawson SES 158.), to £149; further eon-
gregational contributions £22; total £171. - i

Young Women's Missionary Guild—The Guild meets
during the grester pari of the year on alternate Monday
-evenings.  The average attendance has heen. 12. . The
primary cbject of the Guild is to prepare articles for a.

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the Guild and still more with missions by making it even
more successfnl than the last.

St. -thﬂ’s Braneh Layman’s Missiondry Movegent.—

At the conclusion of a sermon delivered by the Minigter
on March 19th, on the subject of missions, the men of the
congregation were invited fo remain with a view tothe form-
ation of a branch of a movement which is spreading through
all English-speaking lands, and which, especially in America
and Canada, is revolutionising the migsionary work of the
churches. A considerable number stayed behind and, after

discussion, it was resolved to form a St. John’s branch.™

The movement aims not so much at new work as at inspir-
ing the men of the church to help existing mission agencies
and stimulating them to take a deeper interest in the
“King's business.” The platform is (@) prayer, (b) study of
missionary literature, (¢) giving as opportunity may offer,
and {d) personal service along church lines. Some 40 men,
after pledging themselves to this platform, became enrolled
in the branch. Tt meets every Sunday morning at 10.30 for
prayer, and arrangements are being made for the study of
Dr. Mott’s boolk, already referred to. The interest of the
men of the congregation is earnestly solicited in this new
and helpful agency.

Total Contribution to Foreign and Maori Missions.—
Collected chiefly by the Women’s Missionary Association,
£171; contributed by the Bible Classes, £86; by Sabbath
Schools, £10; total, £267,

Home Missions, ¢le.—The Home Missions’ fund is used
by the General Assembly in making grants to the needy
home misgion stations of the church, and to supplement
the stipende of the many poorly paid ministers in rural and
scattered distriets. This year, we are happy to say, we.
have established a record, the giving by very much exceed-
ing any previous contribution, the congregational amount
being close on £148, the while the amount received from
the Bible classes is close on £30. Without stretching
imagination the contributions of the church and its agencies
to the Orphanage, the Boyy' Instituie and the Youth Fund
may be regarded as made in aid of Home Missions. These
amounted to £112 (Orphanage £54, Boys’ Institute £26,
Youth Fund £32), total £220. :

At thig point attention may be called to varioug other
contributions, namely the poor of the congregation £72, to
Knox College £36, British and Foreign Bible Society £33.
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Adding all these contributions tegether (Foreign and
Home Misgsions, ete.) a total of elose on £700 is reached. But
the altruistic giving of the congregation exceeds this by a
considerable sum. No account, for example, has been taken
in the above figures of the contributions in aid of the Bible
Clags Camp—upwards of £50—nor of many other contribu-
tions to any other philanthropic object. It may safely be
aggserted that the benificence of the congregation this year
to outside objects other than the maintenance of ordinances,
property, stc., has gone well beyond the sum of £800, by
much the largest figure yet reached.

THE LADIES’ DORCAS AND VISITING SOCIETY.
This Society has bad a successfnl year’s work. After

the midsummer holidays it received a number of new

members and the average attendance has been very satis-
factory, especially in view of the fact that the meetings
have for several months been held every week ingtead of
onece a fortnight.  'We are glad of this for the Society is not
only indispensable to the effective discharge of our duties to
the poor, but it helps to bring the women of the congrega-
tion togsther in pleasant relationships which reaect with
happy congeguences on the life of the church.

The income has been close on £80, of which the greater

. part has been expended in direct pecuniary contributions to

the poor, and the balance in the purchase of materials for
garments, of which 202 were made. Of these the Deaconess
received 146 for distribution, and 56 went to the Orphanage,
Parcels of clothing, etc., received from a naomber of friends,
who are heartily thanked for their timely gifts, enable the
Society to give a helping hand to a still larger number of
persons. In addition to all this in response to an appeal
from the Boys® Institute a supply of khaki coats for the
cadet corps of the Institute was provided in the early part
of the year, TFor some time past the Bociety has been
busily engaged in preparing o stall for the sale of work
which is presently to be held under the auspices of the Mis-
sionary Guild, :

Newcomers to the congregation have also been called
on by delegated members of the Society.

We again commend this most helpful Insgtitution to the
sympathies of the women of the ehurch. The bare recital
of its labours during the past year showe at once the wide
scope of its beneficence, and the important place it fills in
