WELVE months ago nothing was further from our

c thoughts than that when this Report came
to be written the British Empire -would

have been 11 months at war. Tt is a

strong consolation to know that Britain entered the
conflict only with the deepest reluctance and after
unexampled, though unhappily unavailing, efforis on
behalf of peace. It is equally consoling to be assured that
so far as Britain is concerned the war is a just and righte-
ous war. We are fighting really for -the destruction of
miiitarism and the final peace of the world. But in laying
this consolation. to heart, let us not forget the truth that
the war is a call to humiliation before God-—a call to us
and all Christian people-to repentance and a new dedication
of ourselves to the service of God and the interests of His
Kingdom. That many young men of our congregation
with entire self-abnegation have volunteered for
active service, is a thing to be thankful for; but it
surely should help to deepen in our hearts the spirit of in-
tercession that this awful expenditure of blood and treasure
may be over-ruled by Almighty God to promote the interests
of the Kingdom of Christ, and iis full establishment in the
earth. To the families who have given their sons to the
service of their country and who wait with deep anxiety
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
