The year through which we have passed has been one of in-
creasing difficulty for the Chureh. With reduced “man-power” and
multiplying war-service demands on the time and energy of ithe
mien and women available, it has been -hard to maintain full eff-
ieiency. Nevertheless, one cantot byt admire the cheerful spirit in

‘which additional @uties have been undertaken by those who have

fully dedicated themselves Lo the work.

We have suffered severe losses during the year. Loyal and
enthugiastic workers, some of whom had served our Congregation
for a whole generation, pasgsed into the Great Beyond. Some made
the Supreme Sacrifice in the conflict now raging throughout the
world, Owur thoughts constantly turn away from our immediate
surroundings and duties to our boys who are in the bhattle-line. - In
moving about AIMONE OUr SOITOW stricken and anxious people, I
have seen inspiring expreszions of superb courage and of the faith
which endures to the end. -

How long the conﬂict will last, no one ean telk.. 'That it will
end in the complete overthrow of the tyranny of brute foree we
are confideni. There is one fact, however, which we must bring
home to ourselves, Hitherto we have witnessed {rom without revo-
iutions in other countries. Today we are ourselves caught up in a
revolutionary movement the consequences of which for the Church
cannol be foreseen.

We can bhest prepare ourselves lor the demands of the future
by making the: Christian motive supreme Iin our owhn lives and
thereby make it possible for the corporate movements of the future
to be Christian in intention and spirit. Our motives will become
fully Christian only in se far as we make WORSHIP the cenire
of. our lives. The words of the prophet of old come ringing down
the ecenturies and point us to the fountain-head of individual and
national well-being, “Come ye, and let us go up to the mountain
of the Lord and He will teach us of His ways, and we will
wialk in His paths.”

THE LATE MR, ALEXANDER JGHNSTON,

The Sasggion of St. Johnw's Church desires Lo place on record its
deep sorrow and regret at the passing of Mr. Alexander Johnston,
an esteemed Elder, who after a very brief illness was called to his
rest on the 13th day of January, 1942, )

Mr. Johnston arrived in Wellington from Glasgow in 1890, and
immediately beeame a teacher in the Mount Ceok Sunday School
e was Superintendent from. 1811 until the ecloging down of the
School, in 1916, Mr. Johnston later became Iresident of the Sun-
day School Union, an office which he held for a number of years.
From 1890 to 1897 he was Secretary to the 8t. John's Men's Christ-
ian Fellowship Association.

e was elected a Manager in 1882, and nineteen years later
was ordained an Elder, in which capacity he served with earnest-
ness and zeal for over thirty years. His passing is a gsevere loss
to the work of the Session.

He was Presbytery Elder for several years, and in that oflice
his practical experience was of great value, espeecially to the Pro-
perty and Finance Committee, of which he was at the time of his
death Convener. He also represented St. John’s at Assembly on
several oceasions.

Mr. Johnston was also an early worker in the Lads' Mission
School, and was a fomndation member of the committee at the
time of its ehange over.to the larger organisation, the Wellingion
Roys® Institute, in 1891, He was a Vice-Prasident and a keen nrem-
her of the commitiee down to the time of his passing., His interesl
ever remained in the ¥nsiituie throughout the years.

Hiz cheerful greeting, his faithfulness in carrying out all du-
iies assigned to him and his willingness at all times to {ake further
opbligations in the interestz of St. Johw's were the characteristics
by whieh he was best known. His home was an open house to
vigitors and members of 8 John's alike. ¥Wis hospitality will long

The Board of Managers met mch month during the ye(u c\.ccpt
in January the average attendance of members bemg seventeen.

Consideration has been given to various matlers concerning
the chureh property but it has not bewn possible to carry out cer-
tain Iimprovements which are recognised as very desirable.

The -Church organ was thoroughly overhauled ahd should not
require further attention for some time. Heating has bzen pro-
vided in the Sunday School Hall and has filled a long felt want,
and’ alrangcmcma are in hand which should lecad to an- }mp10m~
ment in the heating in the Church.

During the year a good deal of attention was devoted 10 re-
quirements made necessary by the bossibility of an cirergency, and
suitable arrangements were made for redueing the light showing
from windows. Hmergency fire protection equipment has been
installed and also 4 supplementary water supply but il was re-
gretted no adeguate protection could be .devised for the stained
glass windows, :

In order Lo provide greatel gafety for the Church records a
reinforced concrele safe has been construeted in the bank under
the Church Officer’s residence and valuable chureh documents wiil
he kept therein. )

‘Az a resull of the issue of recent regulations the Church pro-
perty is now insured against war damage in addition to damage
by earthgquike and fire, . '

During the year the Board accepted wilh great r:zgret the
resignation of Mr. R, Fleming as Church Treasurver and placed on
record a minute of appreciation of his most efficient and willihg
service over a period of fourtezn years and at a special function
held in December both Mr. and Mrs. Fleming were presented with
gifts. Mr. M. R. Bilby succeeds Mr. Fleming as Preasurer,

Matters arising in connection with the emergeney regulations
has placed a good deal of extra work on the Church Officer and
ihe Board degires to place on record its appreciation of his faithfui
and efficient service during the year.

FINANCE: IFFrom the statement of receipts and payments at
back of the report it will be seen that the credit ‘balance of £278
13/6 with which we commenced the finaneial year has now changed
to a defieit of £111/17/8. OQver £285 -of this change is accounted
for by expenditure on abnormal items, -bul the remainder is due
to nermal church receipts being less than normal church commit-
nients.

The average attendance for e'lch Surday qhows a doecrease of
69 ag compared with the previous year, i.e., 412 as against 481,
but it is pleasing to record that the eiflect on the combined revenue
from Plate Offerings, Envelope System and Seat Rents was a drop
of only £33. The decrease in Dlate Offerings of £81 was partly
offset by increased giving through the Envelope .‘.‘4 rsbemn. (£17) and
Qeat Rents (£31).

- During the year we received a legaey of £200 from the estate
of the late Misg Jane Ferguson, to whom we are mueh indebted.
