To the Members and Adherents of $(. Johu.

Dear J'riends.

The end of the fifth year of the World War is drawing nea
and, as we all earnestly hope, ithe end of the great conflict itself
Almost four years have passed since I was inducted to St. Joun's
1 have, therefore, not known St, John’'s in normal peace conditinns
and you have known e only as the man whom vou called to exer
cige his ministry in abnormally difficult circumstanees. My aim
during these years has been threefold.

(1) I have endeavoured fo present the claims of both God and
country by declaring that the service of our Country and En-
pire in these times has supreme Chr1 tian sanctions,

(2} I have maintained tha: our democratic way of life has essen-
tially Christian foundations, This means that the ideals im-
plicit in it cannot become completely exnlicit until we are fuily
Christian. On the other hand, it meang that the less effec-
tively Christian we are, the greater the danger to our demo-
cratie way of life, Only a sub-Christian ecommunity ean sur-
render its liberties to the State. I have, therefore, sought to
present the full-orbed Gospel with its elaim (o full alleginnec,

(3) I have endeavoured to direct atlention to the great issues in-
velved in our eflorts to shape the future. The Church is the
trustee of hummanity’s ideals of freedom and individuality, It
must therefore resist the templation io become entangled in
the more or less collectivist solution of social and econoniic
problems.

I am fully aware that I have Freguently fzllen short of Lho
mark, but communications from all parts of the Dominion have
agsured me that my offorts have not been altogether in vain.

'he past vear, has brought to many homes nleat sorrow and
anxiety and it has been at once my difficult duty and great privilege
to endeavour to bring the comtfort, hope and inspiration of our
Christian faith to hearts made desolate and sad.

I owe a debt of gratitude o many of you who in innumerable
ways have encoura;fed and supported me. I reeret that I am no
longer to enjoy the support of Mr Blake as guide, philosopher and
friend in the capacity of Sesslon Clerk. He has bnen A most trusted
colleague and hag given signal seer('e to St. John's.

During the vear I have had the lowval support of all the organi-
sations, The detailed reports will give you some idea of the
splendid achievements of our devoted band of workers. We have
succeeded in raising the full Budget amourni allceated to us. The
amount for next year will be larger and we shall be invited to con-
