To thern,
both Office-bearers and the workers in Lhe various departments, I
wish to pay grateful tribute for all the support and encotil'age-

~ient which they. have so cheerfully given to me and . for the coh-

stancy of their support of our Chureh in all its aclivites.

In the life of every Congregation there is one unchanging fac-
tor. A Congregation must be a feilowship of worshippers., If its
members cease to be worshippers its life vanishes. :

Aupther power essential to its survival is the ecapacity for
adaptation to changing conditions, Time$ have changod and it is

-hecessaly to give serious thought to those changes of policy and

method whieh the changing conditions of the times make necessary.
It wauld, however, he fatal to await for the presgure of circum-
stances to determine our policy. The determining factor in the lifo
of a Church must not he the foree of eircumstances but the dynamic
of a living faith. '

Thert'a are improvements in the external conditiong in which
we worship which ery aloand for attention. Dut there are changes’
in meth_gd and outlook whieh are necessary if our Congrégation is
to be effective in the special circumstances of to-day. We must be
prepared to break with tradition if we are to follow the gleam,

In a,ddi.tion to' thege things there ds the guestion of a fitting
War Memorial, which should be of a distinetive character. These
are some of the matters bearing on the future of our Church to
which 1 would eall your attention, ITere are the tasks of the future .

In addition our Budget
assessménts of £704 wag only met to the extent ot £498, leaving
a deficlency of £206.- Looking -at the ordinary finances in an-
other way, it the overdraft at the beginning of the.year and the
special appeals are excluded, the ordinary receipts fell short of the
expenditure by £32 0g, 44,

In considering the ahove figures, however, it should be noted
that the salary and expenses of the Deaconess have to date heen

. et from a special guarantee fund subscribed to specially by mem-

Lers of the congregation o that no part of the cost of maintain-
ing the Deaconess so far has been a charge on the ordinary revenue
of St, John’s, It is estimated that the balance of the special guar-
antee fund, along with small contributions sinee the close of the
Chureh year, will be sufficient to meet the salary and expenses up to
March 1947, so that after that date the salary and expenses will be
a direct charge on the ordinary fundg,

The total of the special appeal taken in June amounted to
£247 8s. 9d. of which £107 11s. 4d. as mentioned above, wag applied
in reduction of the debit balance of the ordinary account while the
remaining £13% 175 5d. was applied in meeting part of the Budget
agsedsment for the year, The deficiency of £206 in the Budget
assessmont will, we trust, be made good during the coming wear.
