An outstanding event was.an all-day refreat held by Session in March
for which purpose Knox Church, Lower Hutt, placed its hall and equip-
ment at our disposal. = Subjects ‘dealt with included “The Session, its
history and functions”, “The Activities of the Congregation in relation to
Stewardship”, “The Challenge of Stewardship” and “Future Activities”.

Arising out of the retreat was a request that each organisation should
make a careful and serious stocktaking of all its resources—spiritual,
human and materidl, and "plan for the fuller uwse of them. Several
suggestions have been submutted to a preliminary examination and are
to be considered further. ‘ - -

By the end of the chprch year' 51 members had been added to the
roll by profession of faith and 68 by certificates from other churches.
Removals from the rolf numbered. 73 by certificates and 21 by death
or purging, leaving the roll at 467. _ ;

The average atiendance af the four Communion services was 381.
The highest attendance was in June, when 401 members and visitors
attended. The attendance on World Communion S.nday was 170. '

Our own Missionary, Miss -Margaret Bear, in India, continued with
her preparations for her work, and reports indicate that organisations
are keeping in touch with her. Another of our members, Mrs J. Spence-
Williams, at her own expense travelled to. Thailand and is doing mis-
siopary work at the McKean Leprosy Hospital in Chiengmai. She refers

to herseli ‘as a “praciical’ Christian” as her work is entirely - with her

hands as a physiotherapist, oo

The Choir, under its new organist, Mr L. S. Adam, has comipleted
another year of effective service in. leading the congregation in the
worship of praise and the solo work is much appreciated. R

A perusal of the report of the Board of Managers- indicates the extent
of the work carried out during the year, one result being the arresting
spectacle provided by the re-decorated church interice, now regarded as
one of the most beautiful in New Zealand.” = - . )

_The wooden screens flanking the organ were provided by an anonymous
giver. Two beautiful brass. vases were presented by Mr A. Martin as a
memorial to his late wife. The Evening Guild presented two white flower
vases, and the flowers placed in the church by various groups have added
much to its beauty.
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The angel of death -has not passed us by'during the year, but has
taken its toll, including Mr Peter Andersom, an elder for 14 years, and
Mr G.-H. Scott, a member of the Board for 30 years.

BOARD OF MANAGERS

‘Board Membership; At the last annual meeting nine members retired after
the usual three vears’ service and were re-elected. During the year
four resigned on leaving Wellington and one passed away. Six of our
members were clevated. fo the Session. ‘ '

At a congregational meeting in May thirteen additional managers were
elected; Messrs Austin, Caldow, Edwards, Elder, Kaywood, Martin, Oed,
O’Hara, Paul, Sheels, Stavert and Toy, and the Board membership- is now
29. : .
Church Officers Mr E. Henderson resigned in February, 1960, and the
Board has not yet found a successor.. The Board appreciates the services
of the men and women who are keeping the charch and buildings clean.

Dedicated Werk: Special mention miust be made of the many voluntary
workers who removed the dark stain from the pews and prepared them
for the application of a light varnish which Dbrings up the beauty- of
thé original kauri timber. Two of our members replaced the hearing
ald system and made provision for loud speakers. There are now eight
seats provided with hearing aids and this should be made known to any
intérested. i

Cushions for Pews: A standard cushion has been adopted, being of
foam plastic with a fadeless fabric blue cover. Members are invited
to donate cushions and a number have already been placed in the pews.

Floor Coverings: Members will have noticed that the aistes and floor
around the Communion table are now carpeted in blue. The cost. of
the additional carpet was provided out of anonymous donations and
carpet runners in the gallery were kindly provided by the Afternoon
Guild. The painting of the floors where the pews stand was carried

. out by members of that noble band who have done so much in other

ways. : . ‘

Repainting and Repairs: The work of putting our church and buildings
in a good state of repair is now nearly at an end. .The final. touch  to
complete the. church interior is the preparation of the entrance way to
the vestry for the varnish coat. .

We have .spent £5,079 on painting and re-glazing of the church
windows and £900 on general repairs and architects’ fees. The work
included the re-painting of the inside and gutside of the church and- all
other buildings have been painted outside. A considerable amount of
general repair work was. found to be necessary and the buildings are
now in a good state of repair. - The work will be finally completed when
the gate posts have been renewed in concrete, the repaired gates re-hung
and the paths round the church sealed. L .
.-Our architects -who designed the very pleasing colour scheme and
supetvised  the work have been most generous in the fime devoted to the
work; The accounts show an . overdraft of some £3000, which "satis-
factory position is brought about by generous donations and a wvast
amount of devoted voluntary labour, without which we could not hav
restored the interior of the church so completely. | :

Collections show a considerable increase over the past year, which
was also better than previously. For 1959-60 the total was £5,460,
the previous year being £3,792. The biggest increase was in the giving
through the envelope system.and reflects the promises given during the
Stewardship Campaign. There are now 188 subscribers to the envelope
scheme and this method of giving is strongly recommended.
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Budget: Although our assessment ‘was £1,441, the amount actually
‘paid was £1,500, the additional being paid .in response to am: appeal by
the General Assembly. ' ‘

Donations: The Hopkitk family again gave a donation of £30,
and onme of our members gave £50 to the Sunday School, £50 to the
Choir, and £100 for general purposes. Other donations towards the
cost of new carpet in the church came from several members, and
one of £100 from an old friend of St. John’s was also applied to this
puipose. '

Endowment Fund: During the year an amount of £100 was received.

as a legacy from the estate of the late George H. Scott. This fund is
now £6.,293, and is gradually growing towards the £10;000, when the
nterest will then become available for general purposes. ’ ’

Cottage: A small group of our members have been at work relining
the kitchen with plaster-board, which is fo be painted. Some further
repairs are to be carried out ori the stairway. ‘ '

~ CHOIR REPORT .
As we take stock at the close of another Church year we find that a
number of changes in.the roll have resulted, in the final analysis, in a
slight reduction numerically in the strength of ‘the soprano section of the
Choir. There is cause for rejoicing, however, in that eight bass voices
and three tenor are now available to add balance to the six altos and
eleven sopranos. : '

The prospect of a change in leadership occasioned by the resignation
of Mr Rlcka-rgl was not relished by choir members, who had a decp
regard for their choir-master, but in his successor, Mr Adam, we have
found an enmergetic and- able leader and: a warm-hearted friend.. We are
fortunate, too, in having a choir-master’s wife who shares wholeheartedly
in all our activities and who has proved herself a gracious hostess as weil
as a most useful choir member. :

Musically we have spent a busy year. Before Mr Rickard left St. John's
he again conducted the combined church choirs in their Festival of Music,
another performance which was most favourahly received. Our final
appearance under fhe baton of Mr Rickard wus in light-hearted vein at
the church annual meeting, after which the congregation had an opportunity
to -bid -him farewell. At the Christmas - season, under Mr Adam’s
direction, we shared with the congregation in a “Festival of Nine Léssons.
and Carels,” and an evening of carol singing was. greatly appreciated by
the “shut-in” church folk whom we were able fo visit.' Our contribution
to the Bastér services was’ 4 réndering of the St. Luké Passion by Bach,

when Mr Bruce Chandler and Mr Frank Malthus ‘were our guest soloists,

and another service which involved us in many nights of hard work was
that held by Presbytery on Ascension Day, when a combined choir again
led - the -singing. : ’ : -

New members for the Choir are always welcomed, but practice nights
are made for work, and so it is that we have appreciated those occasions
during the year which have provided an. opportunity for retaxing - together
and sp fostering new friendships. For, our annual meeting we were the
guests of Mr. and Mrs. Wall, while the home of Mr. and Mrs, Strong
and that of the Secretary were thrown ‘open to us on other evenings.
Farev&{el] parties for Mr Rickard and for Shirley and Ron MeCulloch
were inevitably tinged . with regret, but a- welcome to Mr and Mrs Adam
and a pre-wedding party for Frances Strong and Sam Edwards were
occasions for rejoicing in which we could all share, as was also a
Choir picnic, when Mr and Mrs Adam were .our genial hosts, Two
weddings brought us out in full strength to do honour to Choir members
and to wish them well on their day of days. ' .
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The renewed beauty of the interior of the Church is a joy to us all,’
and we appreciate not only the appearance but also the comfort of the
new screens in the. choir gallery.

work done by Mr Frank Strong and Mr Sam Edwards in makiog structural
alterations to the floor of the choir gallery is also greatly appreciated,
as is the very useful work donc by Miss Chappell and other nimble-
fingered members .in providing chair-back pockets. As regular Thursday
night contributions have now made us_ sclf-supporting, we were pleased
té be able to meet the cost of new linoleum recently faid in our gallery.
