Report for Eighteen Months
- KO N

ENDING JUNE 30th, 1906.

December, but it seemed good to the oflice-bearers, after

full consideration, to come into line with the year of the

(eneral Asgsembly, which ends in June. The work
reviewed in the following report, therefore, covera a period of
eiwhteen months—January, 1905, to June, 1906.

We are deeply thankful to God our Saviour, that He has been
pleased to grant us during these eighteen months much prosperity,
The services of the Church on Sunday have been attended by
large congregations. The organisations have been vigorous and
in every way successful. The finances have been buoyant, and
for migsions and ohjects outside cur own immediate work, a large
sum has been raised. The additions to the communion roll have
been numerons, hoth by examination and by certificate. The
ntmogt harmony has prevailed, and a common purpose has
animated the congregation, in every department of its activity, to
malke the Church a more effective instrument in the service of

God and man, For these things we give humble and hearty

thanks to our great King and Head, and pray that He may
eontinue to uge us for the promotion of His glory and the
furtherance of His kingdom.

THE MINISTER.

T is just three vears ago sinee Dr. Gibb was inducted into
the pastorate of St. Johw's, and it is a matter of extreme gratifi-
cation that the Sunday congregations arve still very large. The

morning attendancé 18 lhighly satisfactory, and on Sunday

svenings the building is taxed to its wtmost capacity to accom-

modate the worshipers. Indeed, it is not uncommon to find a °

number unable to obtain admission,. The sertnons maintain an
uniform standard of high literary merit, but while fhe eu}tured

addresses are undonbiedly. interesting and iI1S|:mdtive, the '_
cultivation of a deep religious tone, and the maintenance of a.

lofty standard of conduet are pre-eminent. Dr._Gibb realizes that
the Church stands for the highest ethical teaching, and in an age
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when mammon-worship and pleasure-seeking in all its insidious
forms are all too common. it is exceedingly vefreshing to listen to
the manly, outspoken utterances of such a preacher. The
practical character of such discourses, their deep religious feeling,
and the high standard of life and conduct ingisted on,are forces
making for righteonsness in this coramunity. To realize in such
a remarlkable degree the true aim of the Christian ministry is 3
matter for supreme sasistaction. Dr. (ibb, too, has seen, the need
for catering for the children, and his services on the firft Sunday
of the month to the children cannot fail to produce a deep and
lagting impression on them. His sympathetic insight into child
nature-enables him to use language well within the understand-
ing of the little folks, and the intensely practical character of
these germong cannot fail to influence the children in a beneficial
manner. In this way the children feel that they have a place in
their Minigter’s public utterances, and that the Church, ag well
ag the Sunday School, exists for them.

During the peried under review Dr. Gibb has delivered
many special conrses of sermons both morning and evening. One
course delivered in the morning congisied of a study of the
eighth chapter of the Epistle to the Romans; in the evening a
geries of sermons was preached on “Questions of the TFuture
Life,” “The Religious Teaching of some of Robert Browning’s
Poems,” and “The Simple Life.” A series of evangelistic services
was also held, at which, in addition to addresses pressing upon
the hearers the necessity of decision for Christ, use was made of
the choir and Gospel songs to enforce the message. Several
sermons have beex delivered on missiong, temperance, and as
occaslon arose services have been held in commemoration of
notable passing events,

In addition to the visitation of the sick, infirm, and new
comers, the visitation of the congrogation, commeneed the previous
year, was completed, and in nine out of the nineteen districts into
which the congregation is divided the members and adhereits
have again been, vigited.

It is nob only in 8t. John’s that Dr. Gibb has made his
influence felt, but he has taken every opportunity—nay, even
made it—of advancing Christ’s kingdom in our capital. The
Council of the Churches, of which he is the President, is due to
hig untiring work, the Bible-in-8chools’ League found a doughty
champion in him. The No-License League, too, has in him an
ardent and able advocate—in short, every movement which has
for jts aim the furtherance of civic righteouswess has derived
considerable benefit from his whoele-souled advoeacy. He has
#pared neither time nor thought to advance the cause of Christ in
this community,
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THE KIRK SESSION.

Though completed shortly after the close of the sighteen
months now under review, reference may be made to the election
which resulted in the addition of four new elders to the Session.
These are Measrs. R. T, Caldow, W. Gray, M.A ., B.Sc,, G. H, Scott,
and.G. L. Stewart, The growth of the membership of the congrega-

tion necessitated thisaddition, and the Segeion is now equipped with -

a number of elders sufficient to overtake the work it has to-do.
Frequent meetings have been held, averaging about one in every
three weeks. Among the more important items of business was a
regolution asking the Minister to appoint a deaconess to help in
the work of the congregation. Reference will be found below to
the appointment and work of Sister Lilian, who has been with
us now for a full year,

The Session was represented at the Presbytery and Assembly

by Mr. W, T, Glasgow, who was lately succeeded in this office by -

Mr, J. MecKerrow. In aceordance with a resolution passed last
year delegates from the Session have regularly visited the Bible
Classes and Sunday Schools, and so helped to keep these institutions
and the Segsion in mutual touch., It wasfound expedient to malke
some alteration in the distriets inte which the congregation is
divided for the purposes of pastoral supervision, and members
and. adberents are requested to note at the heginning of this
booklet the arrangements that have been made, and the elders to
whom the districis (of which there are now tweniy-two) have
been apportioned. .

The Segsion hag had under its consideration the question
submitted to them by the Council of the Churches ag to the
appointment of an agent to discharge the duties of chaplain to the
Gaol, Hospital, and Mental Hospital, on hehalf of the Evangelical
Churches. The -Session regarded the proposal favourably, and
commended the application for a grant to the sympathetic con-
sideration of the Managers. '

, During the period under review the mission charge at
Brooklyn, which had been from iis inception  under the fostering
care of the Bession; and especially of Mr. John Reith, was formed

into & fully sanctioned charge by the Wellington Presbytery, ahd

in due conrse ealled to its pastorate the Rev. P. (. Rennie.

Members of the congregation, together with some members
of 8t. Andrew’s, have purchased a piece of ground as a site for 2
church in Kelburne, on whieh it is hoped bofore long a building
will be erected, Bervices are meanwhile being eonducted fort-
nightly in the house of My. J. P. Campbell. -

The gerious illness of Mr. John Reith, followed, shortly alter
his yecovery, by an equally serivus accident, eliciled. the sincere
sympathy of hds brethren. Mr. Reith is now in perfect. health,
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Mr. J. G, W. Aitkon was abgent for six monthsg in the old
country, from which he. recently returned in renewed health and
vigour, greatly to the gratification of his brethren and of the
whole congregation. - ’

THE DEACONESS.

Sigter Lillan (Migs Lilian Lang) was appointed to the
office of deaconess to the congregation in August, 1903, and
ordained by the Presbytery of Wellington in May of the following
year, She has proved a very valuable helper in the activities of
the Church, and has been also instrumental in broadening out the
work so as to reach many penple beyond our immediate pale,
By her kindliness of manner, ag well as by her proved
capacity for the task in which ghe is engaged, she has commended
her work and endeared hergelf to the congregation. Reference
will be found below to her manifold activities.

The Communion Roll—The additions to the membership in
full communion have, during the eightesn months, been 179, viz.,
62 by examination, and 117 by certificate. The removals were by
certifieate, 60 ; by death, 10; making in the period under review
a gain of 109. It was, however, found on a close examination
that the roll contained the names of many persong who, in
gome cases Lor years past, have ceased to attend the services or to
take any interest in the Church, also the names of many persons who
had left Wellington without obtaining a certificate, and, after dne
consideraticn, 86 names were removed, bringing the gain on the
figures specified in lagt report down to 23. The memberghip of
the Church is 710,

The Quarterly Communion—The attendances were (in 1903)
March, 412 ; June, 437 ; Sepiember, 383 ; December, 435 ; (in
1906) March, 431 ; June, 411.

Thirty-one infants have received the sacrament of baptism.

The members in full communion who have passed away
are :—Mrs. Niven, Mr. Williams, Mrs. Ponman, Miss Paterson,
Mrs. Ore, Mrs. Lockie, Mrs. M'Gregor, Mrs. Bentley, Captain
Adams, and Mise Duncan. To the rclatives of these departed
ones we offer our sincere sympathy, and commend them to the
grace of Him whose compassions fail nat.

Attendance at Public Worship.—Reference hag heen already
made to this in the paragraph relating to the Minister. It was
found possible to erect an additional pew in frent of the middle
area, and by means of chairg in front of the two side portions
extra seating has been found for a fair number of worshippers; but
more room 18 needed. The question of enlarging the Church has
bheen discussed, but the maiter has not been seriously faced, and
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with our present liabilities it would probably be unwise to
embark on’ such an enterprise. Bul more room ig required for
the evening service, and also for seat-letting purposes. All lovers
of the congregation will hope that by and by an enlargement of
the Church will seem imperative.

PRAYER MERTING.

This meeting has continued to he a source of much help to
those who have attended it, and the numbers have been satisfac-
tory. Whether there might not easily be a still larger number
eager to avail themselves of this mid-week opportunity of waiting
on God is open o question. TIf all were as it ought to be, we
should probablv find the Willis Street class-room too small for
the mesiing, but happily it has not been too large. The attend-
ance usually fills the room, and it is- the nnanimous testimony of
those who attend that the services are encouraging and stimulat-
ing. The Prayer meeting serves a purpose not otherwise realisable
—it affords our members an opportunity of publicly calling on
God in prayer; it affords the Minister an opportunity of giving
familiar, conversational expositions, impossible under the more
formal circumatances of worship on Sundays. It is not nnusual
to hear people say that the prayer meeting.is even more enjoyable
than the SBunday services, and naturally, for there is a homeliness
about this meeting which cannot well characterise the worghip of

alarge congregation. Will the members of the Church make a

note of this week-night gathering ? :

Class for New Testament Study.—This class wag held during
the winter months of 1905 by the Minister at the close of the
Prayer meeting. It was abtended by a congiderable numher of
young men and women, The subject studied was the Hpistle to

the Ephesians, and the instruction imparted by the opening up of

the great letter was much valued,

Week of Special Prayer.—In accordance with the instructions
of the General Asgembly a week of prayer was held in due counrge.
The attendance wag only fair,

ANNIVERSARY SHRVICES AND SOCIAL.

The fifty-second anniversary of the congregation was com-
memotated on the lagt Sunday of October, the Minister conduct-
ing both gervices, The abttendance was large: the morning
congregation filled the building, and in the evening it proved
hmposgible to find sitting accommedation for all who wished to be

present. The music was of a high order of merit, and included

special anthems and the Te Deum, The social meeting on the
followihg FTuesday taxed the accommedaiion of the Dixon Street
Hall to the utmost. Dr. Gibb delivered a lecture on the  Choice
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Things of Robert Burng.” Some illustrations were given by the
choir, and solos were sung by members of the choir and other
friends. Subsequently the mesting took the form of a conversa-
ziove, and altogether the function proved both pleasant and
profitable.

The collections, including contributions to the social,
amounted to upwards of £90.

THE SERVICEH OF PRAINE,
This service has been exceedingly satiafactory, the singing of
the congregation and the anthems rendered by the c¢hoir being
alike almost all that one conld desire. Harly in the period under

. review, the office-bearers, at the supgestion of the Minigter,

appointed Mrs., Glover-iaton as leader of the choir, and it is
doubtless due in no small measure to her sgkiltul co-operation
with the organigt that the choir has reached a pitch of excellence,
not hitherto realised. The attendance of memberg abt the weekly
practice and at the Sunday services hag been large, and it has been
found posgible to render anthems on Sunday mornings as well as
evenings. The singing of these hag been sguch as not only to
minister pleasure, but to deepen devotional feeling, and on geveral
ocoasions the Minister hag availed himself of the help of the
choir to bring home the truths of His message to the hearts
of the people by simplo Gospel hymng. Mention should be
made in  this c¢onneetion of the valvable services of
Miss Eva Rash, whose solo singing at the evangolistic services
was much appreciated, DBut while we are glad to be able to spesk
thus of the separate work done by the choir, the chief end of
their existence in the Church is fo lead the praige of the congre-
gatioh and to enable the whole body of the people to make a
joyful noise unto the Lord. And in this they have succeeded
admirably, The singing of the congregation is heart-stirring, and
happily not only when very familiar hymns are sung., During
the last few vears we have sung ab least three out of every four
hymns in. Church Praise, and befare long we shall have mastered
the whole beok. This is ag it should be.

The choir has been in evidence at most of the social meetings
and special ' congregation functions during the peried under
review. A smecesstul combined Carol Service and Organ Recital
heralded the approach of last Christmas, 'The church was full on
the occasion.

The membership of the choir in its respective parts is as
follows :—S8oprano, 21 ; Contralto, 8; Tenor, 7; DBass, 12, Re-
cruitg in all parts, hut especially the Tenor, will be weleome, The
weekly practice is held in the Willis Street Class-room at eight on
Thursday evenings.
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MIBSIONS—FORKEIGN AND HOME.

The Women's Missionary Association.—This Asseciation
aims at doing three things : (1) i provides a monthly meeting at
which the women of {ho congregation may find an opportunity of
hearing news from our migsion fields and engaging in prayer for
the cause of Christ among the heathen; (2) it collects the
congregation’s confributiong to missiong, and in various other
ways raiser money for missionary entevprise; and (3) it is the
link between the congregation and The Presbyterian Women's
Missionary Union. Of the last we need say nothing here. Of
the first we may say that though the meetings have not been very
largely attendod they have been profitable. Of the gecond we can
speak with much  thankfulness. The guarterly collection of
subscriptions to missions has realised the sum of £164 Ds. Mission
boxes distributed by the Asgociation among the congregation have
yvielded £11 2s. 8d. The Maori Birthday League, consisling of
persons who on their birthday give one shilling to Maori Missions,
has yielded £6 6s. 6d. For the education of Miss Milne, a

daughter of one of our missionaries, £2 148, has been collected, -

The fees have amounted (o £2 Ids.,a total of £187 Js. 2d. The
last printed acconnts of the Agsociation ave for the year 1904, and
ihe period reviewsd now covers eighteen months, and comparison
can therefore hardly be made between the two, but apparently
there has been a very considerable increase.

It onght also o he noted that through the agency of thig
Association » considerable  part of the selary (£100) paid
to Bister Lilian has been collected, Reference ghould further
be maude to the Tact that Mrs. Dick, who for many-years discharged
the duties of president of the Association, resigned that position
through other engagements. Her vesignation wag accepted with
expressions of greab regref, and of thankfuiness for the work she
had done on behalf of the Association. Sister Lilian wag
appointed to succeed hser. :

Young Women's Misstonary Guild.—The Guild has done
exceedingly well during the period under veview. In March,
1905, they held a 8ale of Work, which snabled them to donate
£100 to the Maori Girly School at Turakina, Since then they
have been steadily working for snother sale, which will take

place in September, the proceeds of which are to be devobed -

partly to forpishing the Boys’ Inatitute, and partly to the
Maori Girlg’ School. The meetings have been well attended. A
clags is being formed for the study of Japan, nwnder the guidance
of Bister Lilian, its manners and customs In eonnection
especially with misslonary enterprise.

Total Foreign Mission Contributions—In connection with
most of the organtsations of the congregation there is g missi(;nary
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department, and it may be well in, this place to record
the total coniributions of the congregation and its various
agencies to the cause of missions to the heathen. They are as
follows : Women’s Missionary Associafion, £18%3s. 2d.; Young
Women’s Guild, £100; Young Men’s Class, Willis Streot, £18
12¢. 11d. ; Young Women’s Class, Willis Street, £58 5s. ; Sunday
Schools (including Mount Cook Young Men’s and Young
Women’s Biblo Classes), £26 12s. 5d,; Tndeavour Societies, £7
4s. 9. 5 special collections at various missionary services, £16 2s.
od. The total coniribution to missions during the eighteen
months hag thersfore been £414 Os. 8d. This sum has been
allocated among the following missions :—New Hebrides, Day-
spring, Canton Villages, Maori and Mukhti,

Home Missions—The money collected for this object is sent
on io the General Treasurer of the Presbyterian Church of New
Zoaland, to be placed at the credit of the Assembly’s Church
Bixtension Fund. This fund is davated to supplementing the
stipends of poorly paid minisfers in the country, many of whom
have barely a Bving wage; and to helping to pay the stipends of
agents gent to supply the ordinances of our Church to
Presbyterians who have moved into new disricts, where often
there are no churches of any denomination at work,” T'he fond is
& most important one—vital, indeed, to Preshyterianism in the
eolony, and while we note with thankfulness thai the sum now
reported is £178 8s., being a considerable increase on our

. previons efforts, we would nevertheless impress on the congrega-

tion the necessity of helping this cause to the utmmost of their
ability. Quarterly appeal is made to the congragation by means
of envelopes placed in the pews addressed to all seat-holders,

SABBATI S8CHOOLS, BIBLE (OLABBES, AND OTHER AGENCIES.
SABBATH SCHOOLS.

It has geemed to not a few earnest observers for some time
past as if the Sabbath School movement had fallen rather on evil
days. It is not go popular ag once it was. Though the Presby-
terian Church of the.colony is steadily growing, and the Bible
Clags statistics show year by year a large increase, the Sunday
Sehool statisties have been either stationary or ratrogressive.
Various reagons more or less satisfactory have been suggested to
account for this; but happily the friends of the Sabbath School
have not been content merely to account for the decrease, they
have get themselves to stem it, and to bring the school once more
to the front of congregational organisations, It would be oul of
place to refer further to these things here, but we may say that as
we have shared in the difficultiés that have encompassed Sunday
School work of late, we shall doubtless share in the benefits of
the forward movemoent. One thing we ghall assuredly try to
gecure for our schools, and ihat is, an adequate supply of appara-
tug—maps, ote,, for the genior classes, a wand table, etc., for the
infant department. We desire to express o the superintendents,
Messrs, W, Hopkirk and W. Allan, the teachers and other officers,
onr appreciation of their steadfast loyalty and devolion to a task
which 18 a8 difficult as it is important to the welfare of the young
and the progperity of the Church. -

The Sabbath School Association.—From the statistics com:
piled by thig Association, which is composed of all the workers
connected with both schools, we learn that the number of
scholars on the roll is —Boys, 214 ; girls, 289 ; total, 303 ; with
an average attendance of 361, The totals show a decrease of 68,
as compared with the last published report eighteen months age.
The Willig Street School accounts for 275 scholars, with an
average attendance of 202 ; {hé total showing a decrease of 24,
The Mount Cook School accounts for 228, with an average
attendance of 159, a decrease of 42.- The Mount Cook School is

very badly handicapped by the lack of a suitable build-

ing. As a matter of fact the work is carried on under ecir-

cumstances of the most trying order, and if we are mnot

to lose this school altogether something must be dond to equip it
adequately for its work. A deputation lately waited on the
Managers: to ask them to erect a muitable structure, and a .com.-
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mittee was set up to make enquiries concerning. a-site; and the
meagure ¢of financial snpport likely to be forthcoming for its
purchase, and the erection of a building. Anether point should
be noted—one which concerns both schools. The numbsr of
children in the region served by our schools seems fo have
decreased econsiderably as compared with former years, and
though the membership of the congregation grows steadily, it
is guestionable if the number of children available for the Sunday
School from our own ranks iz not decreasing, A very large
percentage of the congregation live at anch a distance from the
Church as to make it necessary for them to send their children to
negrer gchools than either of cur own. During the last yearor two
Brooklyn Church and Sunday Schoeol have come intosexistence,
ghortly, we hope, Kelburne will he similarly equipped, and thése
things, while extremely satisfactory from the point of view of the
wider interests, tell against ns, We nevertheless hope thal as a
regult of the forward movement referred to abeve, and which is
likely to be matured at the approaching meeting of the General
Asgsembly, we shall he able, a year hence, to record a distinet
advance all along the line. One other remark we may offer, In
former years the Bible Class members were reckoned in the
Sunday Schoolg’ statistics, and if theee were added to the figures
now removed it would appear that wo have at least held our own.
The decrease in the Sunday School roll hag been made up by the
increase in the roll of the Bible classes,

The teachers, including librarians, number 32; men, 23
women, 29; with an average atiendance of 45. 'The staff at
Willig Street, is 30; average attendance, 26 ; at Mount Cook, 22 ;
average attendance, 19.

Finance—The total revenue from all sources was £183 7s. 94,
Of this sum-church collections gave £40 10g. 114. ; coniribution
for the picnic fund, £37; and the children’s collections amounted
to £99 16s, 10d. To missions £26 12s. Hd. were donated, the
remainder of the income was spent in defraying the expenses of
the picnic, the purchage of periodicals, books for the libraries, and
the general npkeep of the schools.

- The Annual Picnic was held at Day’s Bay, but though the
youngsters present enjoyed themselves heavtily, the attendauce
was not good.. Tngtead of the pienic it was decided in fature to
substitnte winter evening soecials, a number of these have heen
Lield with very satisfactory and successful resnlts, ‘

Anniversary Services,—The anniversary wag commemorafed
at services conducted by the Minister—the morning address heing
for childvén, the evening for young men and women. The
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weather wag stormy. and very wet, and the retiring collection

amonnted only to.upwards of twenty-ﬁ ve pounds. . This has sinee.

lieen . supplemented- by. unother collection amounting to ‘over
twenty-one pounds. It is intended this year to devote special
attention to the anniversary, which will probably take the. form

of a Flower Sunday, and hymns, ete,, will be rendered by the'

children themgelves,

Exammutwm.———A considerable numbm of the chiIdren‘
connected with the two schoolg entered for both the General.

Assembly’s and the Sunday School Union’s examinations. The
results were fairly satisfactory.

THE LADIES' DORCAS AND VISITING SOCIETY,

This Bociety, of which Mrs. Gibb is President, meets ‘once
every fortnight, and during the period under review the meetings
have been well attended. The work of the Society is manifold.
They prepare garments for the poor,and a very large number of
thege have been disiributed., They administer the Poor Fund
colleeted on Communion Sundays, helping not only our own poor,
hut rendering assistance in cash, voal, groceries, ete,, to the extent
of their ability to outside cases., ‘T'he dmonnt at their command
during these eighteen months hLas been £98 1l1s. 5d. They
fuorther undertake the work of calling on new comers to the
Church, and collect the subscriptions of the congregation to all
special fanctions—the Anniversary Social and such like, And in
all of these directions their labeurs have been abundant and
successful. "We are heartily glad of this, and “invito still other
women of the congregation to join their ranks.

THE MOTHERS' MEETING.

Under the anspices partly of the Missionary Aggociation, and
partly of the Dorcas Society, a Mothers’ Meeting has been
begnn by Sigter Lilian, for the benefit of women of Mount
Cook and adjacent distrits.  The mothers of the boys wha are

By the distribution among them of the
garments, etc, when completed; some assistance is rendered
to-their parents. The number of girls attending is 52. The
number of garments distributed, 176. The amount of money
raiged by subscription is £7 Is. 5d., all of which has heen nsed in
the work. A yearly social meeting i held, and for the assigtance
given by friends to it and to the work generally, the teachers of
thig eclass, who are five in number, wish to express their very
hearty thanks, Migs Steele superintends the work,

JUNTIOR ENDEAVOUR HOCIHTY,

This Society Las mei regularly on Suuday mornings at ten
o’clock, in the Willig Street Clasg-room, The memberghip is 33,
of whom 20 are actives, and 13 associates, 'I'he average attendance
has been good. There are three committees connected with the
Bociety—Look Out, Misgionary, and Suonghine; The Miggionary

- Committee has raised £1 13s. 44, for missions; the Sunshine

Commiltee has distributed 35lbs of groceries to needy families,
and brightened many a sick room with flowers. The work is
superintended by Sigter Lilian, who reports in addition to these
particulars, that the membars have been regular in their attendance
at the Hundday morning SBI’VI(‘PE! of the Church.

RIBLE CLASSES.
WILLIS STREET YOUNG MEN'S CLASS.

Under the leadership of Messrs. G. A. Troup and C. 8, Moaore
thig Clags has continued “to prosper greatly. The roll num-
berg 110, and the average attendance during recent months has
heen 80, The roll fluctuates but little, and the saine may be gaid
of the attendance, save duting the holiday morith -at midsuonmmer.
The personnel of the Class is, however, constanily changing, ani
in thig respect corresponds to the ceaseless in-flow and out-flow of
voung men g0 characteristic of this city, Over 70 per cent. of the
members ocenpy business pogitions from which they are liable at
any timse to be moved to other eantres, and the result of all this
shifting i.s that, though it be but for a ghert time, a much larger
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number of young men are reached in the course of the year, than
even the roll figures indicate, Divect Bible study has formed
no small part of the syllabus, and the conductor every Sunday
gives a brief Bible exposition apart from the subject set
down for formal discussion. Not a few of the papers have
been of a high order of merit, and the ensuing conversations have
shown careful preparation on the part of many, as well s a
thoughtful appreciation of the deeper questions of life, The
steady aim of the eonductors and senior méembers is to exalt
Chrigt and to lead their fellows to love and follow Him.

The Social Parlor and Circulating ILibrary have again
proved valuable adjuncts of the clasy. The former provides a
basis for social intercourse among members, and the literature
with which it is well supplied isa sonrce of intellectual profit as
well as innocent recreation. The laiter contains 1,100 volnmes,
of which 1,200 have bheen issued to members during the past
twelve months.

Gymnasium.—This Institution has been well patronised, and
two classes are regularly conducted here doring the months of
winter. Arrangements have been made for the introduction of
the game of Basket Ball, The apparatus hag been purchaged and
a gtart will be made almost immediately.

The Football Teames—A good number of members of the
clags are convected with these teams, and thongh they have not
lately won go many vietories as formerly, they are fulfilling their
real purpose of providing healthy recreation for our young men.

A Hockey Team was formed at the beginning of the season
and is doing well for the first year inshe field,

 Rambling and Tennds Clubs during the summer months
provided healthful recreation to many mewbers of the class.

The Literary and Debating Sociefy has met once a fortnight.
The digeussions have been interesting and stimnlating, and bave
gshown that a good many of the members possess seholastic powers
of no mean-order, . The Society recently entertained the congre-

.-gation at a Competition Evening and Social in the Church Iall,

There was a large attendance, and those present followed swith
much interest the compebitors in “song, recifation, impromptn

- gpeeches, and original poems.- Prizes were awarded to the best

man in. each department, and the gathering was wnanimously
voted-a pronounced SUCCess, _ _ '
The Young Man's Magazine—At the time of the last Report
this Magazine was ih process of transforiation from a quarterly
into a monihly, and as a monthly for npwards of a year it has
continued its  successful caveer, The snbseribers number
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four thousand all up and down the land. Ag is well-known this
journal, though edited and managed by officers appointed by the
class, yet aims at being a bond of union among all the Bible
classes connected with the Presbyterian Church, and it has
admirably gerved this end, Buot it does mors than this. In the
judgment of many competent persons the contributions to
its columns are usuwally characterised by marked literary value,
often by expert kunowledge, and always by the most elevated
moral tone. The Magazine has our heartiost good wishes for ity
future career.

The Boys' Institute—In last Report we deplored the fact
that the Institute conducted by the class for the neglected lads of
the Mount Cook district should be lodged in a building altogether
unsuitable, and with no immediate prospect of any change. Now
we chronicle the fact that the class completed the sum necessary
to purchase a site ; forthwith secured a site ; set abont collecting
the £850 required for the building, and in three weeks’ time, by
the kindness of many friends and the energy and skill of the
collectors, the whole sum was either in hand or definiiely
promised-—a most creditable performance, The building will be
started immediately, and before very long the boys and their
instructors will. be suitably and comfortably houged, Provision
will be made for educational as well ag moral and religious
agencies. A gymnasium and swimming pend will supply the
means of eleanfiness and physical eulture, We anticipgte with
much hopefalness the future of this institution, *

Church Membership and Service in the Sunday School—Ou
a recent Communion Sunday morning a friend made it Lis
business to count the number of class members who were taking
part in that ordinance. He found fifty, and there may have been
a few more. During the period under roview, 18 clags members
joined the Church, most of them by examination. The attendance
of class members at the ordinary morning service of the Church
might be capable of improvement, and yet there are generally a
considerable number of them in evidence.” On a recent very wet
Sunday morning 25 mewmbers of the class were at Church, and in
the evening, without exception, practically the whole class
att?fnds. Two members have recently joined the Sunday School
gball. '

Finance, Myssions, ete.—The total income of the class, ex-
clugive of the special contributions made to the Institute (site,a.nd
building funds), has been close on £130. Of this sum upwards of
£47 have been devoted to missions, the evangelist fund,and other
outgide canses:  For the purchase of a site for the Boys’ Tnstitute
and the nechgsary building a sum of nearly £1,400 has been col-
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lected.  To this result triends, outside as well as within the con-
gregation, contributed largely.  Alfogether the finances of this
clags indicate a gratifying degree of liberality on the part of its
members, and- of the faculty of inducing liberality in other
people. : : : ’

WILLIS STREET YOUNG WOMEN'S OLASS.

Under the conductorship of Mr. J. Boal thig class has increased
trom a membership of 79 to 94, The additions have numbered 60,
the departures 43.  Of the latter 34 are,says the annual report of the
c¢lass, satigfaciorily accounted for, The details are as follows :—
14 bave joined other clagses—al least one new class has been
formed in Wellington since last Report, and thoogh sorry to part
with their friends, the class yet willingly let them go for the sake
of the wider good; 1l have left the city; 3 have joined the
teaching gtaff of the Sunday School ; and 6 have married. The
average attendance for the eighteen months has been 68, Of the
ninety-four members on the roll, 30 are in full communion with
our own congregation, and 10 with other Churches, In the time
covered by this Report 28 have joined the membership of the
Church., These figures speak for themselves—they indicate a con-
dition of marked prosperity.

At the meetings on Sunday attornoon a vefy prominent place
iy given Lo Bible study, indeed the gyllabus almost exclusively con-
sists of legsons From the Bible—a fact in whiech we do well to re-
joice, not only for sake of the clags itgelf, but as showing that the
highest success may he achieved in classes of this kind, by making
them really, as well ay in name, Bible Classes. The papers read
reveal an earnest spirit ; the siecesding discussiong, in which the
menbers Freely take pat't, are interesting And helpful. A prominent
place is given in the programmoe to the sabject of missions to the
heathen, and the class continues to mark its interesy in this
enterprisc by the extent of its contributions to the support of'the
missionaries employed by the Presbyteriun Chuarch in various
parts of the feld.

The Girls' Chronicle~~The Class, which was mainly instru-
meuntal in bringing into exigtence the Union of Presbyterian Girls’
(lasses throughont the colony, has continued to take a cdloge
interest in the work and welfare of the Union. As the “Young
Man’s Magazine,” published by the Young Men’s Class, is one of
the chief bonds of the Young Men’s Union, so the “Girl’s
Chronicle, ” publighed by this class, constitutes one of the chief
bonds of the Young Women’s Union., At the tiine of last Report
the subsecribers to the ¢ Chronicle™ mumbered 1,000, now they
number 1,520.  The magazine, which is published quarterly, has
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steadily improved in quality, and. is now a publication about which
the girls and theireditor may deservedly congratulate themselves.

Gymnastic Cluss.—Thig class meets once a week in the
winter months, and has a membership of twenty-five, Two
Hockey Teams have been in evidence during the winter, one
of which has been very successful, winning four games out of o
possible five. A Zennis Clubd has just been started, a

Tncome and Contribution to Missions :—The total income of
the class amounted to £85 2s. 11d., of which the large suin of
£71 a8, wag given to missions (including Evangelist Fund). The
migsionary contributions of this class are as surprising as gratifying,
The allocations were ag follows :—Maori Girls' Home, £40;
Training Institute, £12 s, ; New Hebrides, £9 ; Canton Villages
£1; Evangelist Fund, £7; Mukhti, £2, - ’

Mownt Cook Young Women’s Bible Olass.—This clags has 4
membership of 38, The average attendance has been gatisfactory ;
the subjects studied and the papers read elicited much interest ;
and a good deal of helpful work has been done for others:
Assistance has been given to the Sunday School teaching staff
as vequired by 11 membery; two have joined the permanent staff,
one as a teacher and one as assistant libravian. The class gave a
pichic to the orphans from the Salvation Army Girls’ Home ; a
concert to the Home for the Aged and Needy, when they also
provided refreshments for the old people ; took part in an enter-
tainment in aid of the furnishing fund of the Y.M.C.A.; and
asgisted at a Christmag sutertainment at the Mental Hosp_ital’.' In
addition to the meeting on Sunday afternoon a weekly meeting is
held for prayer and the study of the Bible. The contributions of
thia class to inissions und other philanthropic ohjects are added to
those of the Mount Cook Sunday School and are accounted for
under that heading, The conductor of the class is Mr. H. W,
Kersley. . :

"There are three other Bible clasges conneeted with the con-
gregation, namely, the Young Men's Class at Mount Cook, and the
Boys' Junior Bibie Clags, and the Girls’ Junior Bible Clags at Willis
Street. These do not present separate reports but are included,
the former in the report of the Mount Cook Sunday School, and
the $wo Iatber in the report of the Willis Street School, Their are
conducted on much the same lines as the other classes and huve
been working steadily and with gratifying success.

’1‘9 the conductors and other officers of thesge classes the con-
gregation 1y greatly indebted. The classes ure not only of the
greatest value to the yonng people connected with them, but alse
to the life and work of the congregation, on which they react
very healthfullys Our heartfelt prayer is that God may continue
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to.ugo these agencies for the pro.mntiou of His glory, tlie good of
the young people, and the prosperity of the Church.

COMMITT'EE OF MANAGEMENT. )

The memberghip of this committee is 20, of whom seven were
either elected or re-elected recently. The entirely new members
are Mesars. J. Bee, M.A., M.8c., J. G, Herdman, and J, L, Morrison.
Mr. J. Stranchon resigned owing to inability to attend the meet-
ings, and Messrd. G. II. Scott and G. L. Stewart in order to accept
the office of the eldership to which they had been called as
‘already reported. Mr. T. H. Gill, M.A., has regigned the secretary-
ghip, and the following is part of the minute adopted as an
expression oOf the appreciation in which Mr. Gill's work as
gocretary was held : “ Fe has performed the onerons duties of the
position with conspicuous fidelity, and his unfailing courtesy and
tact have won him the estcem of all his fellow-members and
contributed materially to the harmony of the mcetings and the
effective transaction of the business.” Ag an elder Mr. Gill
continues to be ex officio @ member of the Management Cormnittee.

Mr. J. M. Morice, B.S¢., was appointed to succeed him in the |

gecretaryghip., To the Treasurer, Mr. J. G. W, Aitken, the congre-
gation iy greatly indebted for manifold labours, and thanks are
also due toMr. J. Ferguson, who assists him in various ways, and
to Mr. D. Jones, who during Mr. Aitlen’s absence in England
acted ag his locum tenens. ' .

The Committee has met regularly once a month and given
diligent attention to the business of the Church. Besides matters
of routine, of which there are always a large number, many itemg
of special importance have engaged the attention of the Managers

" during the period under review. Extensive repairs invofvi_ng the
expenditure of a large sum having bécome necessary in the Manse
property, the Committee carried these ount, with the result of
making the Manse thoroughly comfortable for its inmates, and

. adding greatly to ity internal appearance. Besides these repairs
and additions, 4 strong retaining wall was built at the back of the
housge where the hill showed signs of glipping, and an asphalt path
was made to the front gate. A sum of nearly £300 was spent on
these works.

. An effort was made to dispose of part of the Mange sectioun,
but several of the Managers heing opposed to the proposal, and the
price likely to be obtained appearing to the committes less than
the value of the land, the project was abandoned,

The alterations to the property required by the City Counecil
as a precaution againgt five were completed at a cost of £228. The
buildings were thereafter duly licenged by the Clouncil.

The Managers having received a communieation from the
Sersion snggesting the appointment of a leading sopranc for the
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choir, it wag agreed to appoint Mrs. GHover-Haton at a salary of
thirty pounds per annum—the choir to be responsible for one half
of. this' amount. ' ! .

The vacant piece of land at the rear of the Church property
wag Fenced at a cost of £11. .

The Managers unanimously agreed to add £100 per annum io
the Minister's stipend, so bringing it up to £700 per annum.

FINANCE.

The total revenue of the congregation for all purpos®s during
these eighteen months hag been nearly £5,000. To the sum shown
in the Treagurer’s gtatement must be added the subgeriptions by the
Willis Street Clasg and members of the congrogation to the Boys’
Institute. These amount to £400, bringing the total income to
the figure specified. The Sunday collections (including specials)
have realised the large sun of cloge on £1,780, which shows
an average of £22 1ls. per Sunday. The average for strictly

. congregational purposes is nearly £21. Heat rents have yielded

£782. The change in the date of the financial year shows the
inecome from this source in a less favourable light than the facts
warrant. A number of seat-holders pay for their sittings once a
year, in Decomber. Close on £100 hag been specially collected for
the Deaconess Fund, A generous anonymous eontributor handed
to the Managers the handsome donation of £100 as a contribution
to the ordinary revenue. As stated elsewhere, over £1,200 has
been collected for purposes outside our own congregation. Of the
amount forwarded to the Jubilee Debt Reduction Fund £867 have
been received during the period now reviewed.

The working account opened with a debit balance of £110
and endg with a debit balance of £108. As has been stated above,
an unusually large sum hag been spent on alterations and repairs
to the Church and Manse propertics. The figure stands cloge on
£600, and of this almost £300 have been paid out of ordinary
revenue, The income of the congregation, that is to say, has been
equal to all the heavy ordinary demands made npon it and to
providing £300 besides for. other matiers. The office-bearers
confidently rely on the congregation wiping out the debit balance
on the revenue account at the approaching anniversary services.
~ The record of work and giving set forth in, the preceding
pages is one of which we do well to be thankful. And we are

~profoundly thanktful to the gracious Lord whe has go abundantly

progpered us.  Ingpired by His goodness to us in the past we face

+ the future with a high heart and with the purpose to spend our-

gelves and be spent in the service of Him who loveth us and gave
Himsgelf for us.

ENDED JUNE 30th, 1907.

E have again to chronicle a year of work which, by the
xu blessing of Grod, has been crowned with no small measure
of success. There is no need in this introductory paragraph
to enter into details.

There arc 30 members of Seggion, of whom 4 were inducted
into the office of the eldership during the year, namely, Messrs R.
T. Caldow, W. Gray, M.A., G. I Scott, and . L. Stewart. Meet-
ings have been held frequently, and the gquarterly visiting of the
peoplo in the districts allotted to the elders has been systematically
carried out. Delegates from the Session have. visited the-Bible
Clasges and Sunday Schools and have reported in terms of marked
appreciation of the work which is being done in these ingtitutions,
The nomination by the Boys’ Institute Committee of My, . P,
Coloncus to the pogition of missioner to that agency was unan-
imously confirmed by the SBession. Full reference will be found
below to the affairs of the Institute. In the paragraph “ealing
with the Mothers’ Meeting will be found information of the
work of the Deaconess, who has continued to discharge her respor-
gible duties in a manner that hag heightened, if that be possible,
the esteem in which she is held by the Session and congreégation.
To the Besgion Clerk, Mr, M. D. Menelaus, the congregation is
greatly indebted for services of a very laborious nature, all of them
most cheerfully performed. ' '

The Communion Eoll—The additions to the memberghip in
full communion have been 97.: namely, 31 by examination, and
66 by certificate. The removals have been 53: namely, 45 by
certificate ; 3 by death ; and 5 removed from the roll without
certificate. The gain to the membership for the year is 44. On
the figures presented lagt year this should give us a membership
of about 730, but on a careful comparison of the Minister’s visiting
books with the communion roll it was found that the latter had
gome fifty or sixty names that could not be accounted for. In
estimating the membership we have this year taken the visiting
books ag the bagis of computation. . All the names in them are of
gelé(l;éne members of .the Church. The authentic membership
