Cast: Jesus, Roman Centurion, Roman centurion’s slave, 2 Jewish Elders, a messenger, narrator

At the start of the play the slave is lying sick in one place with the Roman centurion and his messenger looking at him, the Jewish elders are in another and Jesus and his disciples are in a third part of the room. 

Narrator: Jesus and his disciples had just entered the town of Capernaum.

Roman Centurion (to himself): My slave is sick. Jesus could heal him if he would. But the Jews don’t like us Romans. He wouldn’t help me. Perhaps he would if I asked my friends who are Jewish leaders to ask him. It’s worth a try.  (He walks over to the Jewish leaders)

Roman Centurion (to the Jewish Leaders): My slave is sick. I am very fond of him. Would you ask this man Jesus to heal him? He might do it for you. He wouldn’t do it for a Roman.

Jewish leader 1: We will think about it.

Jewish leader 2: What do you think?

Jewish leader 1: He loves our nation and has built our synagogue, perhaps we should ask Jesus for him

Jewish leader 2: OK let’s find Jesus then.

(They go and find Jesus)

Jewish leader 1: Jesus, we would like you to heal the Roman centurion’s slave. This man deserves to have you do this because he loves our nation and has built our synagogue.

Jesus: All right, you take me to him.

(They go off towards the Roman centurion)

Roman centurion (to his messenger): Quick I can see Jesus coming. You go and stop him. Say this “ Lord, don’t trouble yourself, for I do not deserve to have you come under my roof. That is why I did not even consider myself worthy to come to you. But say the word, and my servant will be healed. For I myself am a man under authority, with soldiers under me. I tell this one “Go” and he goes; and that one “Come” and he comes. I say to my servant “Do this” and he does it.”

The messenger runs to Jesus:

Messenger: My master has sent me to you with this message:


Lord, don’t trouble yourself, for I do not deserve to have you come under my roof. That is why I did not even consider myself worthy to come to you. But say the word, and my servant will be healed. For I myself am a man under authority, with soldiers under me. I tell this one “Go” and he goes; and that one “Come” and he comes. I say to my servant “Do this” and he does it.

Jesus: I tell you, I have not found such great faith even in Israel. Go home and the slave will be healed.

Narrator: At that very moment the slave was healed (The slave gets up and jumps about because he is healed)
